‘The day was beautifully fine and the roads not too dusty,

After a delay whein we eame to0. 3 well-locked gate on the logging road,

we crossed the bridge over the Waipunga and had a boil-up on the other
side. (What a shock it must have been for our battered old billy to
find itself on a gas burner!). Leaving the truck at the skids where -
the base had been during the police search, we climbed up to the small
clearing where theéy had had their signal fire, had a snack, and then.
went south along the divide between the Mokomokonui and Mangokara val-
leys towards Tataraakina.

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S.A.R. MEETING

This meeting, held in Napier Pclice Station on 22nd July, was

in. Neither Bridge Pa smerodrome (Aero Club) nor Beacons (Civil Aviation)
were ther while Deerstalkers seemed thin on the greand. AREC, H.T.C.,
Marine Rescue, St. John's Ambulance, doubling with Survey, and the
trawlers' radio base were recegnizable; there seemed to be a namber

of small bozat people, who have not previously been in on these

meetings,

Three visitors had eome up from the central S.A.R. organisation;
Bill Bridge the mountain elubs' representative, who hadof course visit-
ed us recently at the time of the Tatara-a-kina search, and now appoint-
ed for this work by the Police with the rank of inapector; Doug.
Gorman for 4.R.E.C. and iir. Gaskin, the secrebary of the S.A.R. ex-
esutive.

Mr. Gaskin spoke first, giving what mev be called the official
status of the S.A.R., evidently as an Alr Force - lavy - larine Department
set-up for planes or surface craft in trouble out at sesa. Interestingly
enough inshore rescue, within the three-mile limit or thereabouts, is over
to the Police, just like mountains. He did not mention that Police,
mountain cluts and aerc clucs had a mouatain search and rescue organization
in operation some fifteen years before this, in fact in the fairly early
days of air transport (1933). Mountain rescue is still perhaps 2 little
outside the official scope.

Doug ‘Gorman spoke entertainingly on the pfactical aspects of radio.
communication, to the effect that radic had to conform to search require-
ments not search to radio.

Bill Bridge's address hinged on the definitions of Class 11 searches,
from which it emerged that strictly speaking semething like 192 of the 200
or so annual average number of operations were nominally Class 11, as
civilian help almost invariably came into any search. Both Class 1 and
Class 111 searches are very rare. e had wovered most of this ground at the
June meeting and had thea arrived at a workable basis for future emergencies,
but this of course is only a local and largely personal salution.

What was notable about the meeting was the obvious interest, not in
bush searches,; but in inshore rescuec. With all the hundreds of small craft
on trailers and with outboard motors this is admittedly the major headache
of S.4.R. at the moment. This of course was a completely new idea to simple
souls like ourselves thinking of S.A.K. in terms of bush ridges, river
gorges, open tops and snowfields - quite an education really.
